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TCPA STUDY TOUR: Copenhagen, Malm6 and Stockholm

2010 and encompasses visits to Copenhagen in Denmark, and Malmé and Stockholm in
Sweden. The Study Tour will feature visits to new settlements and sustainable
communities concentrating on housing design and delivery; infrastructure provision;
transport links; urban waste management; renewable energy and green and blue
infrastructure. Highlight destinations include Copenhagen - Albertslund; Malmé -
Ekostaden Augustenborg, Western Harbour Bo01, and Stockholm - Hammarby Sjéstad.
There will be seminars and ample opportunity for discussion with officers and experts, as
well as representatives of the local community.

Tour Overview

Why visit Denmark and Sweden?
The purpose of the visit is to give delegates first-hand experience of the reality,
appearance, function, delivery and infrastructure of a range of sustainable developments
in Scandinavia, as well as greater understanding of how projects are coordinated,
implemented and sustained. Both Scandinavia and the UK face similar challenges,
including:

Densely populated areas and a shortage of land;

Waste management

Transport pressures

Pressures to reduce fossil fuel usage

Demographic trends - a rising population and increasing immigration into the

main cities, longevity and demands for single-use dwellings

The challenges of climate change and extreme weather

A taste of what we can learn:
Ways of working in partnership
Innovative place-making
Inspiration for designing and planning new and existing settlements
The role of masterplanning
Funding and planning of physical and social infrastructure

Copenhagen, Denmark

Copenhagen takes the challenge of climate change very seriously - it has the UN’s
Agenda 21 at its heart and now plans to be the world’s first ‘eco-metropolis’ by 2015.
Copenhagen City Council’s vision is to be hailed the
world's best city for cyclists in 2015 and it is
implementing a number of initiatives to improve
conditions and facilities for cyclists.

The Danish capital has experienced a dramatic
transformation following the regeneration and
rethinking of the city’s planning and development
over the last 15 years. It has since been labeled by
some as one of the most ‘liveable’ cities on the
planet.

Albertslund Municipality, Denmark
Situated in the western suburbs of Copenhagen, Albertslund Municipality is renowned
for its long-term commltment to cllmate and energy friendly solutions. This has recently
‘ j led to Albertslund being appointed as one of
Denmark’s official EcoCities. This densely populated
urban municipality is making a truly visionary effort to
reduce energy consumption in existing housing (61%
of the housing stock in Albertslund is social-rental),
which has already resulted in a reduction in CO2
emissions of 47% — the aim is to achieve an 80%
reduction by 2050.

Albertslund municipality is at the forefront in energy
efficient buildings, energy management and ‘green
accounts’, which Albertslund was one of the first
municipalities in Denmark to introduce.

Western Harbour and Bo01, Malm6, Sweden

Vastra Hamnen (the Western Harbour) is an expanding urban area in the heart of the
Oresund region. A new modern city district, with housing, offices, shops and local
services is emerging from an area that was typical of urban redundant industrial land
with contamination and an adversely affected environment.

The Western Harbour’s continued development is

/ 1 focused on the sustainable society, based on the
: lessons learnt from the first phase of development

in BoO1. Vastra Hamnen is one of Malmé’s growth
areas of the future and an important part of the
plans to improve Malmd as an attractive city in
which to live and work. The district has become an
internationally leading example of an
environmentally sound neighbourhood that
integrates energy efficiency, innovative housing




design and environmental adaptation in a densely built urban environment.

Augustenborg, Malmé, Sweden

Environmental improvements have
transformed  Augustenborg from a
neighbourhood in decline to an exemplar

environmentally adapted urban area.
Ekostaden  Augustenborg, one  of
Sweden’s largest urban sustainability

projects, has enabled greenroofs, open
stormwater systems, communal recycling
initiatives and extensive green spaces to
be implemented, with strong community
participation.

Ekostaden Augustenborg was supported

by the government's Local Investment Programme and also financed by key local
partners within Malmé City and the MKB housing company. This once rundown and
‘notorious’ neighbourhood has become a successful example of how an area can adapt
for climate change as well as improve its levels of social integration and community

involvement.

Hammarby Sjéstad, Stockholm, Sweden
Hammarby Sjostad is a new district in

the south of Stockholm, developed to a
Masterplan by the Stockholm City Planning
Bureau on former industrial brownfield land
located on the south side of Hammarby
Lake, to the south of the city centre.
Although Hammarby Sjostad is located
outside what is traditionally considered to
be the perimeter of inner city Stockholm, the
design is intentionally urban rather than
suburban — the traditional city structure has
been combined with a new architectural
style that responds to Hammarby's specific
waterside context.

The scheme has already attracted international acclaim for the quality of place created,
and convinced many that carbon neutral development does not require lifestyle changes.
The development has its own ecosystem known as the ‘Hammarby Model' which
includes a wastewater plant. The ‘Glashusett’, Hammarby Sjdstad’s environmental
information centre, disseminates knowledge to residents and visitors via study trips,
exhibitions and demonstrations of new environmental technologies.
