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Climate c hange policy is already having a big
impact on rural communities in England —
particularly in the focus on renew able energy at
local level and through the impacts of a

changing climate, suc h as extreme weather
events and c hanges in growing seasons.

It is now more impor tant than ever to show how
planning can help rural set tlements in making
the UK a low -carbon country . This demands a
fundamental re-think of the w ays that we plan
for our communities — not simply the addition of
‘eco-bling’ onto indi vidual homes. We must not
only tak e action to mitig ate climate ¢ hange, but
also adapt to ensure the long-term sustainability
of our rural communities. We want to ensure
that they remain vibrant, dynamic and at  tracti ve
places in whic h to li ve and work.
